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Parent/Guardian Code of Conduct

1. I will encourage my child to follow the rules as outlined in the Team code of Conduct.
2. I will ensure that my child is in attendance at all “On and off-ice” practices. A parent/guardian is required to be present in the arena for all on ice practices.  Failure to attend practices prior to an exhibition or competition may result in a skater not being allowed to skate that event. This decision is at the discretion of the coach and the team manager (i.e. numerous changes to the program in the skater’s absence may affect the safety of the skaters) It is expected that the skater attend and dress at the event with their team whether or not the skater is skating the event.

3. I will ensure my child follows team attire/competition dress requirements.
4. If you are planning a holiday that affects the skater’s attendance at a practice, competition or exhibition please put this in writing to your manager as soon as possible. This allows the coach to use an alternate skater or make changes to a routine or practice where necessary.

5. When an out-of town competition is planned, a hotel will be selected by the synchronized skating committee and all skaters are expected to stay at that location. If you want to make alternate arrangements for your family. Please be advised that your skater may be asked to stay with the team under the supervision of an adult.

6. Behaviour of a Parent/guardian reflects on the team whether positive or negative. Parents will refrain from making any public derogatory comments about any member of our Iced Energy organization or other team organizations. Concerns or complaints should be put in writing and submitted to team managers or the Iced Energy executive where warranted.
7. Team building is an important part of the development of our synchro teams. Negative comments of other team members will hinder team building and also be dealt with.  As spectators, distasteful remarks or cheers will not be tolerated. Good sportsmanship is an asset at all events. Be a good role model for your child.
8. Team members will sit together at a competition; attend team luncheons or dinners when advanced notice is given. Teams will support and cheer for other Iced Energy teams when ever possible at competitions. This may require teams to be at an event earlier or later than their own team event.
